I would like to raise an objection to the planning application submitted to your department on 5th Dec 2005 for 11 Greenock Road, for the demolition of the existing red sandstone 2 storey semi-detached properties and erection of 16 flats (over 4 storeys) and associated parking. This was submitted by a company registered as Henry Shields Homes Ltd. 
This development would be totally out of proportion to neighbouring homes which are either one or two-storey houses and entirely out of character for this area where the surrounding houses are 1920’s and 1930’ in design.  The height and scale of this development would overshadow all the homes in the area as development will extend up to the boundaries of the property causing loss of residential amenity as the existing open areas facing the sea will be lost.  There will also be loss of local amenity as views from Aubery Park to the hills will be obstructed. 
Another cause of concern is the issue of traffic safety as the plans show vehicles leaving the development directly onto the A78 trunk road opposite Barr Cresent.  This is an extremely busy junction at peak times with ‘nibbings’ constructed at the junction of Barr Crescent and Greenock Road in recent years as a traffic-calming measure after several accidents at this junction.
As these developers have approached the owners of the neighbouring properties to the north, there is further concern that this will only be the first phase of the development and that they will at some point in the very near future extend the flats to the boundary with Aubery Park.
I would appreciate these concerns being given due consideration when the Planning Application is considered.
